Kristina is back from Myanmar in Southeast Asia! 
During her stay, she visited amazing cultural sites, 
as well as silk, lacquerware gold leafing manufacturers, 
rural outdoor markets, two elementary schools, and 
a handful of local furniture manufacturers. 

Myanmar is a place of beauty! Formerly known as 
Burma, it is the second largest country in Southeast 

Asia and is bordered by China, Laos, Thailand, and India. The country has been 
under the control of the military regime for decades and has only recently begun to 
loosen its grip with the re-entry of democratic opposition leader Aung San Suu Kyi 
into politics after 20 years of house arrest. 

Kristina arrived in Myanmar merely a week after Hillary Clinton’s official visit to the 
country. It was history in the making — the Secretary of State’s visit was the first 
time in more than 50 years that a US official has traveled to Myanmar. Perfect timing!

Despite harsh government censorship and the trials of the past decades, Kristina 
found the people of Myanmar to be warm and welcoming. She saw a strong sense of 
community in the factories and workshops that she visited. Whether making silk 
fabrics or applying gold leaf designs to lacquerware, every craftsman took a great 
deal of pride in the details and finished product.
